	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Intense heat was mapped for the Bunker Hill Fire in Div G (eastern fire edge) and Div H (western fire edge) associated with the night’s burn-out operation. Intense heat was also mapped along the fire’s southern edge. Scattered heat remains along the fire’s southern edge, and in the northeastern quadrant of the perimeter. A smaller (1/4 acre) heat source previously mapped at 122 11 20.21 W   43 19 22.57 N continues to hold scattered heat. 
One isolated heat remains within the heat perimeter of fire #59. 
Scattered heat remains in the fire polygon located in section 35 about 1 mile west of Bradley Creek (122 5 9.37 W   43 20 58.56 N).
One isolated heat source was mapped on Warm Spring Butte (122 10 33.44 W   43 23 50.72 N), though the proximity to a road indicates this may be a campfire. 
Another isolate heat source was mapped approximately 1 mile west-southwest of Sawtooth mountain (122 7 14.96 W   43 22 46.89 N); this heat is located just west of trail #3346 indicating it may be a campfire. 
Two locations were mapped as “questionable heat” and are included in the shapefile “20150629_2224_BunkerHill_QuestionableHeatSources.shp”. These two locations (122 11 39.89 W   43 18 44.18 N  &  122 11 42.4 W   43 18 39.05 N) are adjacent to the lake and appear to be individual campfires.
