	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The largest area of intense heat (and largest perimeter growth) are in the southcentral area of the heat perimeter.  The area west of highway 395 and horthwest of Sugar loaf Gulch.  There wer pockets of intense heat on the whole heat perimeter –Along the western  heat perimeter on the ridges between  Bear Gulch and Vonce Creek - North West along perimeter of Miller Mountain – Northeast on the perimeter  ridges between Quartz gulch and Dog creek – An intense heat spot fire outside the heat perimeter is at the headwater of Dog creek near Mud Spring. –There is a smaller band of intense along the entire heat perimeter in the southeastern area of the perimeter.
Isolated heat sources occur outside the heat perimeter along the eastern flank on the ridge between Pine creek and Dog Creek, east of Heat perimeter. Scattered heat found throughout the interior portions of the Heat perimeter along with isolated heat behind the intense and scattered heat.
