	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Difficulty in interpretation in the Canyon Rd area because of shift in images and location of seam.
Intense heat –
Predominately in the southern half of the heat perimeter.  Large area of intense Heat is at the confluence of Brookling and East Canyon Creeks. Large spot fire of Intense Heat on the ridge between Wall Creek and Middle Fork Creeks near headwaters.  Both sides of Highway, 65 Canyon Creek Road.  South of the junction of FS road331 and FS road 247 on both sides of Starr ridge road.

Scattered Heat –
In the northern half of the perimeter and behind intense heat.
A scattered heat spot fire outside the heat perimeter is at the headwater of Dog creek near Mud Spring.

Isolated Heat sources –
Isolated heat sources outside perimeter on the North east side of Highway 65.  below intense heat.  
Isolated heat spots outside the northeast perimeter near Mud Spring, near the scattered heat spot fire outside perimeter.
