	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Difficulty in interpretation in the Canyon Rd area because of shift in images and location of seam. Pass 2 (east) missed southern edge of fire. 
Intense heat –
Predominately in the southern half of the heat perimeter.  On the west side of Canyon Creek Road(65) Intense extends south of Spion Copp Peak and is approaching Wickiup drainage. On the east side of Road 65 intense heat is on the ridges of canyon Creek and East Fork Creek. Intense heat in the area east of Fall Mountain.  Centered over Overholt  Spring.  Isolated area of intense heat by Dry Soda Lookout. Intense Heat is at the confluence of Brookling and East Canyon Creeks.  Both sides of Highway, 65 Canyon Creek Road in the southern perimeter.  

Scattered Heat –
Predominately on the eastern perimeter with isolated islands in the interior.
Along the perimeter North and South of 195 road to starr ridge.

Isolated Heat sources –
Throughout the northern half of heat perimeter and behind Scattered and Intense heat in the southern perimeter.
