	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Box adjustment on this scan was right on.
Incident requested more general and smoother lines, eliminate donut holes and include spot fires outside the perimeter into heat perimeter.  Waited for, and used incident perimeter for start of interp. 

Intense heat –
Heat perimeter growth and Intense heat in the Southern areas of the fire.  Areas that had created donut holes yesterday were hot tonight.
Intense heat along eastern perimeter from Middle fork Canyon Creek south to headwater of Canyon Creek, north of Crazy Spring.
 
Scattered Heat –
Scattered heat on both sides of the Big Canyon and Canyon Creek south of the intersection of the roads to heat perimeter.  Areas west of Big Canyon are scattered heat.  North of Dry Soda Lookout is Scattered heat
Predominately in the southern  interior and behind the intense heat.

Isolated Heat sources –
Most of the Northwest half of the perimeter has cooled and contains many isolated heat sources in interior.  Large concentration of isolated heat in Headwaters of Canyon Creek.
Mainly behind Scattered and Intense heat in the southern perimeter.
