Intense heat –
Northeast perimeter was the largest area of perimeter growth and intense heat.  Growth and Intense heat was  east of Indian Creek, west of Dean Creek and south of the confluence of West fork little Indian creek and Little Indian Creek.  Approx .25 miles south of Johnson Spring.
There is a large spot fire with Intense heat outside eastern perimeter in the headwater of Indian Creek Southwest of Strawberry Mountain Lookout.
