Started tonight’s  Interpretation with perimeter from Incident dated 09/04/2015.

Isolated heat sources outside of current fire perimeters:
44 18 27.55, -119 5 25.17 – located about 3 miles west of fire perimeter, along road 013, between Laycock Creek and Coal Pit Mountain.

44 14 4.99, -118 42 6.33 – southeast – just outside of fire perimeter just to the east of Bear Creek.

Fire activity:
Isolated heat sources closes to fire perimeter located mainly on the southeast side between Meadow Fork Creek and Bear Creek.
