	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:	
Given that there was perimeter growth around entire polygon from previous night’s flight, the perimeter was mapped off tonight’s IR imagery. Perimeter growth around entire fire, but most significantly to the southwest. The fire has extended 0.7 miles west of the wilderness boundary. Intense heat located around entire perimeter. Scattered heat located throughout the interior of the recently burned area. Isolated heat in the interior of yesterday’s burn area. 

Three spot fires on the southwest flank of the fire. The largest (32 acres) is about 300 feet from the main perimeter and will likely soon merge. A 10 acre spot fire is about 0.5 miles southwest of the fire perimeter. A one acre spot fire is located 0.3 miles due west of the 32 acre spot fire on the west side of FR 1376.
