	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:	
Started with incident provided perimeter. 
Fire continues to be active with growth of 309 acres. Fire continues to back down into the South Fork of Collier Creek on the west side of the canyon. It appears to have reached the South Fork of Collier Creek. It has crossed the creek and a small finger has started up the east side canyon at the wilderness boundary. The finger is burning toward the spot fire on the east side of the canyon. That spot fire has grown to 33 acres. On the north end, the fire has crossed Collier Creek and is burning upslope.

Perimeter growth occurred on southeast, north and north west flanks. Growth ranged from 300-700 feet from previous evenings perimeter.  Intense heat mapped in the areas of perimeter growth. Interior heat is mainly scattered isolated heat. The 10 acres spot fire on the southwest end of the fire had an active heat in it. 

An isolated heat source was observed 300 feet north of the junction of FR1376 and FR460 (1240 7’ 24.646 W; 420 19’ 24.556” N)
