	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:	
Started with incident provided perimeter from 8/10/2015. Cloud cover in the portion of scan area. The main bank of clouds was in the southwest corner. It directly affected only a small portion of the fire. However, the humidity levels were probably high which affected the heat signatures. Was able to map the fire area, but intensity may actually be higher on the ground than was mapped. 

Main areas of growth continued to be to the northeast and northwest. On the northwest the fire has burned both sides of Collier Creek canyon inside the wilderness. On the northeast flank the fire continued burning downslope to Collier Creek and upslope towards the wilderness boundary and FR420 and towards the northeast. Appears a burnout operation was initiated along FR420 above this area.

No significant growth along the south and lower halves of the east and west flanks. Isolated heat sources scattered throughout the lower half of burn area. Northern half has a lot of scattered heat throughout the interior.
