I started with last night’s (8/20/15) IR perimeter and added 290 acres to it.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The big surprise is the 50 acre spot fire on the southeast,  or it’s a burnout on the ridge.
Fire continues with less activity on the eastern side with small areas of intense heat. 
There is also some intense heat and scattered heat in the northwest corner as part of the burnout. 


More of the unburned islands in the interior have been burned over leaving scattered and isolated heats. 
Majority of the interior contains isolated heat sources.
