	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Intense heat was detected mostly on the South half of the fire along the Western flank with some smaller areas along the same flank in the north half of the fire and two areas in the central part of the fire. The remaining areas of the fire are mainly covered with scattered heat with a few pockets of isolated heat along the Eastern Flank. The Eastern Perimeter from Rockpile Ranch where Wind creek flows into the South Fork John Day River North to Canyon Creek is Estimated Perimeter. There was not enough heat to see if the fire had burned all the way to the South Fork John Day River or not. The reminder of the perimeter had plenty of heat to create a solid perimeter.
