	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The fire perimeter continues to show significant expansion with the most significant growth in the western and southern portions of the fire area. In the northwest corner of the fire, westward expansion of more than a mile was mapped in the Black Canyon Wilderness with the western most point approaching Crowbar Spring with intense heat located along the leading edge of the fire. The fire remains south of Black Canyon Creek. Intense heat was also mapped on the western flank of the fire along Turnpike Road. The heat perimeter has extended west of the Turnpike Road in the vicinity of Turnpike Reservoir and near Upper Bronco Reservoir. The fire continues to expand south and west along Hardscrabble Ridge moving nearly 3 miles SW over the previous scan. Along this finger, the heat perimeter expands southeast of the 550 road in section 17. A large unburned island exists north of Frazier Campground which was not included in the mapped heat perimeter or reported acreage. This island is ringed by fire along the 500 road and Rail Ridge to the east, and Hardscrabble ridge to the west. No fire was detected to the east of the South Fork Jon Day River though pockets of intense heat were mapped to the river's edge in places. Intense heat was mapped along most of the expanding fire edges while much of the southern half of the fire contains scattered heat. The NE portion of the fire continues to show extensive and widespread isolated heat sources.
