	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Intense heat was detected along the burnout in Div W from 5840 / 5850 road junction to Mud springs. Perimeter growth was limited primarily to the Div W burnout and some north and westward expansion in the northwest corner of the fire area. Scattered heat remains throughout the western and southern portions of the fire area, while isolated heat sources are prevalent throughout. 
*Reduction in acreage due to mapping from an incident provided perimeter that “shrunk” portions of the fire on either side of Hardscrabble Ridge. The “lost” acres were included in the previous night’s mapping at the request of the incident despite lacking heat signatures.
