	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Perimeter growth occurred along with mapped intense heat east of road 5840 representing increased depth in the burnout mapped here previously. Growth along with intense heat was also detected north and east of Dry Gulch Reservoir. Some growth was also mapped along the NW facing slope of Hardscrabble ridge. Scattered heat persists throughout the western and southern portions of the fire, while  many isolated heat sources were mapped throughout the fire area.
