	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The Cornet heat perimeter expanded over 10,000 acres in the last day, with most of the growth to the north.  Last night’s scan detected a lot of intense heat; it was a very hot incident.  There are numerous spots of various sizes on the north, east and west side of the incident.  The fire has grown to the north off of the Whitman NR, and down the Dooley Mountain Hwy (route 245) to within about one mile of the intersection of 245 with Trail Creek Rd. There is an unnamed peak to the east of Trail Creek Rd and north of Forest Service Rd 800, in the NE corner of section 8.  The heat has made it to the top of that and appears to have slopped over the top, with a spot further down the hill on the north side.
Just to the SE of the unnamed peak, in section 9, there was a small isolated heat source in the SW quarter of section 9, with a larger isolated area of intense heat on the edge of section 8 on the south side.  To the east, at flight time, the heat had just about made it to Beaver Creek and the road.  There are several isolated heat sources and a spot of intense heat there, one of which appears to be over the road in the Beaver Creek drainage.
[bookmark: _GoBack]On the SE part of the fire, there is an area of intense heat to the north of Bridgeport Ln, and still east of NF-1118, in Glasgow Gulch. – possibly a burnout?  Along the south, all the heat appears to still be north of Burnt River and Hwy 245.

The far SW part of the fire is cool now, with only isolated heat sources well in from the perimeter.
