	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Overall, the incident had less heat and less heat perimeter growth tonight.  Once again, the data is double-posted, in both the Cornet and Windy Ridge folders.  
The perimeter from the incident for 8/16/2015 was used to guide some perimeter changes.  Along the south edge, along Burnt River and Canyon, the supplied perimeter (showing fire down to the road) was incorporated into the heat perimeter.  Along the NE edge, where the fire had run out into grass and other light fuels, the perimeter from the incident (helicopter flight) was also used.  However, along the SE edge,  along a part of the very eastern portion of the incident and on the north side where the two fires had burned into one another, the perimeter was not used.  On the north, this was because there were clearly unburned fuels, while on the east/SE, it was possible to see where the fire had burned in the imagery.
Some of the unburned islands continue to show heat and perimeter growth inward.  There were a few isolated heat sources outside the heat perimeter, especially along the west and NW edge of the fire.  These may or may not be actual heat, but they were included anyway.
