	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The hottest part of the fire tonight was the area on the SE where the burnout occurred between the Burnt River Canyon Road and the Wood Gulch(?) road.  In this area, there were two areas of intense heat and some scattered heat areas.  The burnout did not appear to have completely burned up to join the previous night’s perimeter, leaving an area of unburned fuels interior to the fire edge.  The incident perimeter was used to map the edges of the burnout where it had cooled.  Overall, the incident showed less heat, but the interior island continue to burnout, though very slowly.  There were some small areas of intense heat around the edges where the “triangle” unburned area on the north continues to creep into the center.

Tonight the incident perimeter was used to correct the heat perimeter edge in areas of light fuels.  There were a few areas along the edge where the incident perimeter was not used, as questions still exist.  The first is along the south edge of the fire, along Burnt River Canyon road in section 31 where the incident perimeter shows the perimeter crowing the road, and in section 32 where the incident perimeter is across the road and the river and part way up the opposite hillside.  There are other areas along the west and north edge where IR heat has been detected outside the current location of the incident perimeter, and other areas that are still hot which have not shown heat out to where the incident perimeter is currently located.
There were no heat sources detected tonight outside the perimeter.
