	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started with the incident perimeter 08/16.
One heat signature outside the perimeter east of the furthest north east corner of the fire. 
One Heat signature southeast of warm springs. (Let me know if these signatures are fire related. If not I will remove it from the perimeter acres)

One heat signature at Pelton Park and three heat signatures were at Normal Pool five and a half miles south of the fire I am assuming these are recreation fires and I did not include them in the perimeter acres. (see additional map)

Mostly scattered and isolated heat south of the Fish one isolated heat signature was 141 feet south of the diversion on the east of the river away from the hatchery.
No Movement toward Kah-Nee-Ta Resort.

The majority of the heat was in the southwest flank moving up Shitike and Wolford Creek area and the northeast flank in the confluence of Beaver Creek and Warm Springs Creek and west of Schoolie Flat and on “The Island”.
