	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Tamarack Fire – This fire had a small amount of growth to the south in the central part of the fire, this was an also an area of intense heat.  Small areas of scattered heat and a few isolated heat sources. The heat perimeter is 186 acres.

Eagle Fire - Small amount of growth on the fingers in the northeast, some intense heat here.  Some small growth on the spots between Tamarack and Eagle to the west.  The growth on these spots was towards the southwest.  Some isolated heat sources in the interior.  The heat perimeter is 1,299 acres.

O’Brien Fire – This fire again experienced the most growth, moving to west and along the southeast corner.  The intense heat was seen in these areas.  Some scattered heat and isolated heat sources on the interior of the heat perimeter.  The fire does appear to have moved to Eagle Creek Road but does not appear to have crossed it.  The heat perimeter is 732 acres.
