	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The O’Brien and Eagle fires grew together near Bennet Creek.

Tamarack Fire – There was some growth to the fire that encompassed some of the spots.  Intense heat on the south side and some isolated heat sources in the perimeter.

[bookmark: _GoBack]O’Brien/Eagle Fire – On the west side of the fire there was growth the encompassed some spots, there is some intense heat here in the drainage.  There is some intense heat where the fires grew together near Bennet Creek. Some intense heat and growth on the north finger on the north part of the fire.  Also some intense heat on the northeast finger that has reached Silver Spring.  The fire appears to remain north of Eagle Creek Road.  It looks like the fire may have crossed Bradley Creek in one small place, it also could be the angle of the scanner when the imagery was collected.  The lat/long is 44° 59’ 46.98” x 117° 22’ 31.81”.  There are lots of isolated heat sources within the perimeter.  There are some spots on the northeast part of the fire outside of the heat perimeter northwest of Silver Spring.
