	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The heat perimeter is 9,582 acres.

Fire growth to the north , some on the east side, and some on the spot that is southeast of the main fire.  The fire grew to the north, there was a large area of intense heat southwest of Lookingglass Lake.  The fire is approximately ¾ mile from Lookingglass Lake.  The fire is approximately 500 feet from the Eagle Cap Wilderness. The fire appears to have crossed Lime Creek here.  There are spots here out in front of the main fire edge.  There is also intense heat north of Bennet Peak with spotting out in front of the edge of the fire here as well.  Also some intense heat southwest of Bennet Peak.  Some small area of intense heat are scattered within the main heat perimeter.  On the east edge of the fire there is another large area of intense heat across the drainage from the mouth of Twin Canyon.  This intense heat areas remains on the west side of the road.  The spot across the road to the southeast of the main fire had some growth on the northeast and west sides.  There is one isolated heat source outside the main perimeter near the spot, it is located in section 33 south of a small pocket of intense heat.  There was no heat detected outside of the main heat perimeter on the edge adjacent to Eagle Creek. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]There are some small pockets of scattered heat and some interior isolated heat sources within the southeast spot across E Fork Eagle Creek. Inside the main heat perimeter there is an area of scattered heat near Bradley Creek.  The rest of the areas of scattered heat are adjacent to the intense heat areas or the edge of the heat perimeter.  There are some isolated heat sources scattered within the main heat perimeter on the interior.
