	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:	
Used perimeter generated from previous evening’s flight.
 
Crescent Fire – Fire continues to be very active with most of the fire having intense heat. Growth occurred on north, west and southern flank. The east flank contains scattered heat. The two polygons from last night have joined due to the main polygon expanding to the west. Last night’s imagery was cut off on the eastside so it is unclear how large the fire truly was. Given the heat signature though it would appear that the fire was very active along the southern flank dropping off Crescent Ridge.  Three small spot fires on the northeastern flank 

National Fire – Fire perimeter expanded on north, south and west flanks. Growth on east flank likely hindered due to scree slope. Limited amounts of interior heat. One spot fire on the north flank about 100 ft. from the main perimeter.
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
