	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:	
Started with previous night’s IR perimeter. 
 
Crescent Fire – Fire is active on south, southwest, southeast and northwest flanks. Most of the growth due to fire backing down Crescent Ridge. Growth was limited at 54 acres. Intense interior heat in the southern half of the fire.

National Fire – Fire perimeter expanded upslope on the north flank and to the east. Intense heat located along those areas. Interior contains a few isolated heat sources. Growth was limited at 32 acres. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Two isolated heat sources were observed about 2.4 miles northwest of the National Fire. Appears that they are located in the Hamaker Campground. Locations are #1 - 1220 19’ 49.606” W, 430 3’ 20.226” N; #2 - 1220 19’ 34.075” W, 430 3’ 22.66” N. Locations are shown on the attached vicinity map.

Unnamed fire located 6 miles northwest of National Fire. It is located on the ridge top above Alkali Meadows. It was mapped on the IR map for Potter Mountain Fire on 8/6/15. It was not included in the scan box of last night’s IR flight. Fire is currently 16 acres and has grown 2 acres since 8/6/15. Location is shown no the attached vicinity map.
