	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:	
Started with previous night’s IR perimeter. 
 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Crescent Fire – Fire is very active with a significant run to the northeast. Fire size more than doubled. There is active spotting ahead of the fire front out to on the north end, which is where the majority of the growth occurred. There is active spotting to the north east out to 0.4 miles, nearly to Boundary Springs. Limited perimeter growth around the east, south and west flanks. Fire perimeter continues to back down Crescent Ridge. Interior of yesterday’s burn perimeter contains scattered and isolated heat. 

National Fire – Practically no growth (i.e. 1 acre) with nearly all of it creeping along the east flank. Scattered heat along north and east flanks. Scattered isolated heat in the interior.
