	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:	
Started with previous night’s (8/13/15) IR perimeter. 

Crescent - Perimeter growth occurred on portions on all sides of the fire. On the east the perimeter extended up to 0.4 miles and on the west up to 0.6 miles. On the west side the fire has burned across FR6530, with intense heat just below the road. On the north the fire has burned up to the burnout along the highway. On the south end the fire made a run east from Crescent Ridge and is approaching the base of Bald Crater. Intense and scattered heat throughout areas of growth. Scattered heat in center of the burn. All of the interior islands of unburned fuels have been burned over. 

Appears there may be one small spot fire on the north side of Hwy 230 just above Cascade Spring. Coordinates are N 430 5’ 27.647”, W 1220 14’ 54.704”.  Numerous spot fires along active edges of the fire. 

National – Perimeter growth of 1 acre in the southeast portion. Isolated heat sources down to four within the burn area. Stretching of image occurred along the south facing slope which resulted in pixilation of the image. No raw heat signatures occurred in the stretch area.
