	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:	
Started with previous night’s (8/16/15) IR perimeter. Scan box looks good, plenty of room to the east  and north in case it blows up again.

Crescent - Limited perimeter growth. Most growth along the burnout on Hwy 230 east of the fire and at the southeast corner near Bald Crater. Perimeter has joined to form large unburned island of fuel on the south end. Intense heat limited to the perimeters where active growth occurred. Scattered heat behind the intense heat. Interior continues to cool with scattered pockets of scattered heat and isolated heat sources. Scattered heat on the west flank around FR743.

National – No perimeter growth and no heat.
