	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:	
I started with last night’s (8/20/15) IR perimeter and made adjustments as it expanded in lots of areas..

Crescent – Fire perimeter continues to expand. Main areas of growth were along the southern side and especially the southeastern side. Active spotting continues to the east of Bald Crater. 
Intense heat along most of the perimeter on the east flank. 
Upper half of the west flank had limited amounts of perimeter growth with pockets of intense heat. Lower half of the west flank is fairly cool. Interior pockets of intense heat and scattered heat around islands of unburned fuel. Majority of interior contains isolated heat sources.
