I started with perimeter provided by incident. Significant growth along south perimeter and into the center island. Intense heat is primarily north and west of the pumice desert. Some intense spotting in sections 22, 23 and 24 to the north and west of Desert Cone. Some scattered heat and two isolated heat sources outside perimeter in section 6 on west side by Minnehaha Creek. Three isolated heat sources and an intense heat spot between Pumice Desert and south perimeter. Scattered pockets and isolated heat sources throughout the interior.
