	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
I started with 09/19/2015 perimeter provided by incident. There has been a shift in the raw IR imagery from base imagery orthophotos the last several nights with aircraft 144Z.
There were two image strips flown east/west with a shift in each north and south depending on the direction of the flight.  In strip one (southern strip flown west to east), the shift was to the south. In strip two (northern strip flown east to west) the shift was to the north. The amount of shift varied depending on the distance from nadir. This made locating isolated heat sources precisely challenging. 
There are isolated heat sources throughout the perimeter, with some areas of scattered heat in the eastern end. I’ve pointed out isolated heat sources that appear on or south of the south perimeter on the map, with a caveat that when comparing the IR imagery with ESRI orthophotos, these are likely within the existing perimeter. I did bump out the perimeter in a couple places in the tongue in section 24 west of Desert Cone. These may be off as much as a couple hundred feet due to the image shift.
