	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
There was scattered heat virtually throughout the entire area of the heat perimeter, with only a few islands in the southern half not showing heat.  I delineated the heat perimeter crossing Phillips Creek on the south end and running onto the ridge between Phillips and Bailey Creek.  This could have been a separate perimeter but was only approximately 200 feet from heat areas within the main perimeter, so I joined the two heat polygons.

There were two isolated heat sources in the imagery within the mill/sort yard on the west edge of Elgin.  These were recorded in the shapefiles and kmz, but not on the IR map.
