	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The heat perimeter expanded most notably to the north (~700 feet) and east (~500-1300 feet) from the 08/04 interpretation, almost reaching Little Phillips Creek at one point.  There was intense heat noted in two areas as the perimeter extended to the southeast along the top of Middle Ridge, with the most intense heat right on the Forest boundary.  

There was also perimeter growth on both lobes on the west side of Phillips Creek.  There continued to be large areas of scattered heat throughout the northern portion of the incident.
