	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The most notable event in tonight’s interpretation is the perimeter growth to the north onto Huckleberry Mountain.  A lobe extended along the ridgetop approximately 2000 feet to the north of last night’s perimeter.  There is also a 23 acre heat perimeter polygon discontinuous from the main body on the south slope of the ridge running to the southeast from Huckleberry Mountain.  Areas of intense heat were noted in both these perimeter growth areas.

[bookmark: _GoBack]There were also areas of perimeter growth along the east boundary above Little Phillips Creek, and some very minor areas on the northwest area above Phillips Creek.  The interior showed much less heat than last night.
