I worked from the previous heat perimeter mapped on Aug. 6, 2015 at 1942. 

The majority of the heat is in the northern half of the fire with abundant scattered heat along the eastern and northern flanks. There are also pockets of intense heat in the expansion zones as well as interior scattered isolated heat.
