	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:	
Started with perimeter provided by the incident. Last IR imagery was on two days previous on 8/5/15. Perimeter growth of 60 acres for a total of 314 acres.

Appears that burnout operations have occurred on the south and east flanks of the fire with the most recent being on the east flank. Conclusion based on observation that fire perimeter follows FR109 on the south and east flanks. Intense heat occurs on east flank and in the upper portion of drainage on the west portion of the fire. Remainder of the interior contains small patches of scattered heat and isolated heat sources. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Vicinity map shows the area that was flown between the Potter Mountain Fire and the National Creek Complex. The submitted scan box for this night’s IR flight was extended to the west for detection of possible recent fire starts. Due to limited flight resources the entire requested extent was not flown. A portion was covered by the lengthening the scan box on the National Creek Complex IR request to the west. The vicinity map shows the area around the Potter Mountain Fire that was scanned between the two requests. The ‘20150807_ScanArea’ shapefile shows the areas that were scanned.

The small unnamed fire 6 miles north east of the National Fire was mapped and reported in the Potter Mountain IR log on 8/6/15. It was reported in the IR log for the National Creek Complex tonight. The two isolated heat sources about 3 miles north east of the National Fire are in the Hamaker Campground and were reported in the National Creek Complex IR log. No additional heat sources were observed outside of the mapped fire perimeters in the scan area.
