Fire is located south of Milo and the South Umpqua River, east of Stouts Creek, north of Callahan Creek and west of 

Callahan Ridge in the headwaters of Hatchet Creek. Two isolated heat sources identified outside the heat perimeter are 

labeled on map. Intense heat around entire perimeter except northern end. Scattered heat covers the northern 2/3 of the
