	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
This is a first look at Windy Ridge.  Lots of heat, and the fire has made it all the way north to I-84.  As of flight time, the fire was still to the south of the interstate.  The far SE part of the fire was fairly cool with only isolated heat, to the far north, right along the freeway is also somewhat cool compared to the rest of the fire.  There is a finger on the NE side of the fire that is paralleling the interstate along the NE facing side of a ridge, and appears to be moving to the NE.  There is a lot of intense heat in that area.  The rest of the intense heat detected tonight was south of the Pleasant Valley Cemetery.  There are a number of isolated areas of intense heat out in front where the main fire is.  

There is a large area of intense heat in the middle of the fire near the Whitman NF, in the north half of section 10, on the north facing slope.  To the SW, there is intense heat in the upper part of the Ebell Cr. drainage.  There is a fairly good sized spot along the creek to the west of the main fire in the south half of section 8.

The other area of intense heat is around the Alder Creek Road, in the upper part of the Kitchen Creek drainage.  There also appeared to be several unburned islands in that area, as of flight time.   Hooker Gulch to the has intense heat also.  There is a lot of scattered heat throughout the rest of the fire.
