	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Overall, the incident had less heat and less heat perimeter growth tonight.  Once again, the data is double-posted, in both the Cornet and Windy Ridge folders.  
The major area of heat perimeter growth was on the SE portion of the incident, where it looked like a burnout operation was taking place along the Burnt Canyon road and along a road leading up to the Bunchmark and Coyote waterholes, possibly Wood Gulch Road.  There was a lot of intense heat in the area also.  Down near the river, there were two places where it looked as if heat might be across the river.
The north-facing slope area NE of Beaver Mountain is still showing some intense and scattered heat and the unburned island is filling in.   The area north of here also has intense heat – in the Sutton Creek area.  To the west, along the northern heat perimeter, there is another area in T11S R40E, Section 4 which is showing some heat and perimeter growth, as the heat backs down the NE facing slope.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Just one isolated heat source outside the perimeter detected tonight.  It was in T11S R39E, section 27 (very NE corner) at 44° 35.142’ x -117° 54.784’.
