	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

Both fires were very active with heat perimeter expansion up to a half mile in places. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]McFarland has intense heat on all flanks with abundant scattered heat in the interior. Note that the very southern (0.2 miles of McFarland perimeter was in a portion of the Infrared scan near the edge so the heat perimeter location may not be exact.

Black Canyon has intense heat on the northwestern and southeastern flanks and is less than a half mile from the eastern flank of McFarland. The western and southern interiors of Black Canyon have abundant scattered heat as well.
