	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mapping used 7/21 IR heat perimeter as a starting point. Perimeter growth was mapped along the eastern portion of the fire area with three pockets of intense heat mapped in these areas of expansion. A spot fire was detected (120 56 21.05 W   48 16 2.73 N) just outside the main heat perimeter, south of the unnamed drainage that defines the southeastern edge of the main fire polygon. A total of 18 isolated heat sources were mapped within the main fire perimeter. 
Two pockets of scattered heat were mapped along the northern edge of the fire. 
One questionable heat source was mapped at  120° 56' 6.77" W  48° 16' 27.42" N.
