[bookmark: _GoBack]Fire perimeter growth occurred in the southwest portion of the fire where areas of expansion showed intense heat. One isolated heat source was mapped outside the main fire perimeter on the south edge of the fire. One small pocket of interior intense heat was mapped, with scattered heat occurring along the toe of the slope in the South Fork Agnes Creek Drainage. A total of 19 interior isolated heat sources were mapped.
