	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
*Chelan Complex officially UTF due to weather (clouds). Flight staff was unable to go back and try another scan due to time-duty restrictions. Imagery for the Chelan Complex was poor, with only small windows through the clouds.  Some fire activity and heat perimeter growth was observed. Only portions of the northern end of the fire were captured.

Observed heat and perimeter growth occurred on the northern end of the fire. Activity was observed north of Cooper Mountain road, NE of Poison Springs. To the north, Intense heat and scattered heat was observed to the north of where Fisher Creek splits.

Along the north flank, the heat perimeter has advanced into the base of South Fork Gold Creek. Imagery was poor due to wispy clouds, so it is difficult to discern if the fire has crossed the creek.  Other regions on the northern flank have regions of intense and scattered heat. No isolated heat sources where located outside the heat perimeter.
