	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
First IR flight on Fire. Started interpretation with perimeter from WFDSS(13,124 Acres). IR perimeter follows Heat signatures from IR flight and made adjustments to WFDSS perimeter.
Intense heat primarily along the Northern flank, heat perimeter has crossed Hellroaring creek and is in the Island area, PB53, PB54 and PB44 all contain intense heat. Band of Intense heat along the southeast perimeter in the area between Davis and Bacon drainages.  Area of intense heat along western perimeter in the AG Aiken Lava bed area. Scattered heat behind the areas of intense heat. Many isolated heat sources outside the heat perimeter in the Bench lake area.  Isolated heat islands between the Bacon Davis drainages north and west of Hellroaring ditch.
