	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started interpretation with perimeter from Previous night’s IR perimeter. The 2 fires have now merged into one.
Cloud cover obscured some parts of the interpretation on the northern and central parts of the heat perimeter.
Northeast perimeter has a spot fire on the east side of Muddy creek. Isolated heat source outside perimeter, north of the spot fire.  Two other spot fires (outside perimeter) were in the Dry Creek drainage southeat of the heat perimeter.
Most intense heat was in the Southeastern perimeter in the Bacon and Dry creek drainages. Some intense heat along the Northeastern flank, but difficult to determine with the cloud cover. 
 Scattered heat along western perimeter in the AG Aiken Lava bed area. Scattered heat behind the all areas of intense heat. 
Isolated heat sources inside the perimeter in the southwest area of the fire.
