Started interpretation with perimeter from Previous night’s IR perimeter. 
Northeast perimeter has a spot fire on the east side of Muddy creek that has grown since last interpretation.   There is another spot just Northeast of the larger spot on the east side of Muddy Creek,  Both are located outside the heat perimeter.  One other spot fires (outside perimeter) in the Dry Creek drainage southeast of the heat perimeter and directly west of McCumber Spring.
