	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Pilot and crew reported that Cougar Creek was putting up a 20,000+ foot Heat/Smoke plume.
Added Heat plume layer- the northern most area outside the heat perimeter was distorted because of the super-heated plume and water vapor in the area.  May contain heat but was not able to interpret accurately.

Intense Heat-
Large area of Intense Heat north of Mulligan Butte and east of Red Butte,  including Crawford, Little Muddy and Trappers Creek Headwaters.  Heat Plume area extends north of Glaciate Butte and Lava fields east of Glaciate Butte.  Intense heat along eastern perimeter From Little Muddy Creek south encompassing Cunningham and Muddy Creeks.
Area of Intense heat McDonald Ridge~ 1mile southwest of “South Climb Trailhead” and “Cold Springs Campground”.

Scattered heat –
In the northern area behind the intense heat by Mulligan Butte and north of Big Muddy River.  Small area behind the intense heat near McDonald Ridge. Large area in the Dry and Bacon Drainages mostly away from perimeter.
 
Isolated heat sources – Scattered throughout the heat perimeter High density on the ridge north of Big Muddy Creek.
