	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started with fire polygon located in 2015_Cougar_Creek_WA-YAA000157_FIMT10011.gdb.  Acreage of growth calculated from that.  There were no intense heat areas this period.
There were numerous isolated heat sources outside the heat perimeter.  The first is on the northwest edge of the heat perimeter in Division V, along Crawford Creek.  It is flanked on three sides by completed line.
Another sits between two islands of completed line on the southeast slope of Mount Adams just west of the NF-BIA Boundary in Division U.  Also in Division U and just northeast of that point, at the top of the slope that descends in to Hellroaring Meadow there is another isolated heat source outside the perimeter.  Another sits on the west bank of Bench Lake near a campground.
