	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
There are three isolated heat sources outside of the perimeter approximately 1000 feet north of Gotchen Creek Camp.  There is another isolated heat source approximately 280 feet north of the perimeter in the Crooked Creek drainage.  There are four pockets of intense heat in the north end of the fire near Mount Adams Lake with some associated scattered heat pockets as well.  There are isolated heat sources throughout the interior of the perimeter.
