[bookmark: _GoBack]It appears that this fire has been burning for a while (start date 8/10/2015) because all I could see was scattered heat except in a few places of active burning. The perimeters are estimated except in the places where there is intense heat. These pockets of intense heat are on the portion of the fire on the south bank of the Skagit River. One was just below the dam near the river and the others are up farther on the slope. There is a 37-acre fire burning up on the East Fork of Newhalem Creek 4 miles southwest of the main fire. Please, post any better GPS-ed or GIS-ed data to supplement the heat polygons I have provided.
