	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

Started with perimeter data obtained from Indent folder for KettleComplex – GIS data – 20150819_0945.  GIS calculated area originally 1,303 acres.

The Graves Mountain fire more than doubled in size since the perimeter mentioned above was collected.  The hottest part of the incident tonight appears to be on the NE side of the incident.  Along the southwest part of the incident, the heat does not appear to have crossed the transmission line, though there is some fairly intense heat near it in section 14, just above highway 20.  Along the west edge of the incident, the heat is mainly staying to the east of a ridge that runs up to the top of Graves Mountain, however in section 11, the heat is over on the west side of the ridge, including an isolated area of intense heat to the east of road 450 near on the last set of switchbacks before the top of the mountain.

To the north, the heat is backing down Graves Mountain in two drainages leading down into Deadman Creek.  Along the ridge to the east toward Coyote Mountain there is heat up to the top of the ridge, to just east of the section line between sections 7 and 8.  There are numerous isolated heat sources and isolated areas of intense heat out in front of the main heat perimeter in this area.  Also to the east, there is a large area of intense heat that is center on Road 220, in the SW corner of section 17, on the east side of  Hart Creek.  Below and to the south of here, there is heat only on the west side of Hard Creek at the time of the flight.
